Parade...will assemble Monday May 31, 9:30 a.m. at the
Legion Hall; officer of the Day-Mike Pierson. Legion honor
guard will lead the parade starting at 10 a.m. followed by the
Ravenna School band. Parade travels east up Stafford Street to
Main Street, turns right (south) to the Main Street bridge for a
ceremonial wreath toss into Crockery Creek, a prayer, gun
salute and taps.
